GENERAL MANAGERS REPORT 

There were no additions to the written report. 
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SCWA LOCAL HAZARD MITIGATION PLAN 

General Manager Okita presented to the Board an overview of the draft SCWA Local 
Hazard Mitigation Plan Annex to the ABAG Multi-Jurisdictional Local Government 
Hazard Mitigation Plan for the San Francisco Bay Area.  Chairman Holdener called for 
any public comment on the Plan.  No public comment was received. 
 

 
DELTA REPORT 

General Manager Okita updated the Board on recent developments and strategies in dealing 
with the 4 areas the Agency is most actively involved in: BDCP/DHCCP; 
Legislature/Administration; 8,000 Acres Tidal Wetlands; and 5 Delta Counties.  He also 
provided the Board with a summary presentation on the BDCP’s Draft Conservation 
Strategy. 
 
Manager Okita informed the Board that the Legislature was working to develop a last 
minute deal on a package of Delta related bills.  The current package is incomplete, ignores 
local interests, and has a lot of opposition.  The Board reaffirmed their position that no bills 
should move forward until a complete Delta program is proposed that adequately address all 
Delta issues including the details and results of the BDCP and comprehensive funding of a 
complete program.   
 
On a motion by Mayor Davis and a second by Supervisor Seifert the Board unanimously 
approved for staff to issue a brief alert to the Legislature of the Water Agency’s opposition 
to the current package of bills.  The Board also concurred to allow staff to begin a dialogue 
with the export contractors to discuss local concerns with future Delta restoration efforts. 
 
 

 
SCWA/SID NEW OFFICE 

Paul Fuchslin of Solano Irrigation District presented an opportunity for the Water Agency 
to co-locate office space with the District in a new facility they are acquiring.   

On a motion by Mayor Sanchez and a second by Mayor Vick, the Board unanimously 
approved to authorize staff to prepare agreements with Solano Irrigation District to 
participate in the funding of a new office location for the Board to consider.
